As one of Pittsburgh's largest
animal shelters, it serves as a safe haven for abandoned, lost, or abused animals, providing
them with food, shelter, medical care, and rehabilitation until they are either reunited with
their owners or adopted into new homes. It also has a WILDLIFE REHABILITATION
CENTER which takes injured wildflife and restores them to health so they can be returned
to their natural habitat in the wild.
